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AP Theme: the relationship of change and continuity, systems of social structure and gender structure.

AP Habits of Mind: Developing the ability to assess issues of change and continuity over time, seeing global patterns over time.

Objective: students will be able to compare and contrast the Chinese educational system to their own system. Students will be able to describe the impact which a communist governmental system has on their educational system. 
1. Using visuals of several educational facilities in China, students will compare and contrast the system of education found in the Republic of China and in the state they live in. 

2. What would students expect student’s pathway to college to be in the USA? 
3. How would a student achieve a place in the college system in China today?
4. What type of examinations might both groups of students have to take to enter college? 
5. Which system has more control over where students actually go to college?

6. Why might the Chinese system have so few who gain entrance to college compared to the number who attempt the admission tests?

7. How might the communist government use the college students who graduate from their educational system? What additional pressures might exist for the graduates of Chinese colleges and universities ?
8. Do students in China have choice once they graduate about where to work?
9. Can students find out about the relative cost of college in China ?
